LEAVE AND LIBERTY FOR STUDENT PERSONNEL

1.  FMTB-E uses a phased liberty program for all students, whether undergoing training or as a part of the Students Awaiting Training/Transfer (SAT/T) Platoon.  Performance, both as a student and a Sailor, shall bear heavily on one’s liberty status.

    a.  All students and SAT/T Platoon members will fall into one of two liberty phases as described below:

[bookmark: _GoBack]        (1) Phase I:  All students will be in Phase I liberty status until successfully passing the first Block/Annex exam.  This will allow the student to study without distractions.  If a student does not pass the first Block/Annex exam they will remain in Phase I until passing the second Block/Annex exam.  Specific rules for Phase I liberty:

            (a) Liberty starts at the end of the training day.

            (b) Liberty is authorized onboard Camp Johnson only.

            (c) Phase I liberty expires daily at 2100 with an accountability of all students by the Student Company Commander and/or Platoon Commanders.  Accountability musters will be reported to the OOD.

            (d) Upon completion of accountability to terminate liberty, no alcoholic beverages will be consumed.

            (e) All hands accountability is reported to the OOD at 0800 Saturdays, Sundays and holidays by the Student Company Commander and/or Platoon leadership.

            (f) All students and SAT/T Platoon members that remain in Phase I liberty after the first Block/Annex exam will be mustered and accounted for by the OOD according to the same schedule outlined above.

        (2) Phase II:  Upon successful completion of the first Block/Annex exam and if there are no disciplinary problems, students will be placed in Phase II liberty status.  Specific rules for Phase II liberty:

            (a) Liberty starts at the end of the training day.

            (b) Off base liberty is authorized.  Overnight liberty is authorized on Friday, Saturday and during holiday observances.  The liberty boundaries are described in the FMTB-E Student Rules and Regulation Manual.

            (c) Liberty expires at 2100, Sunday through Thursday, and at 1800 on the final day of an extended weekend/holiday observance.  The liberty boundaries are described in the FMTB-E Student Rules and Regulation Manual.

            (d) Students are to familiarize themselves with the local off-limits establishments posted on the quarterdeck and in each barracks.

            (e) Upon completion of accountability to terminate liberty, no alcoholic beverages will be consumed.

            (f) Any student who fails a Block/Annex Exam while on Phase II liberty will be moved back to Phase I liberty status.  Upon successfully passing the next Block/Annex exam students will be placed back into Phase II liberty.  If a student fails the Block 5 Exam or forth Annex exam, the student will remain on reduced liberty until passing the Casualty Assessment (HMs) or the Marine Corps Martial Arts Program (MCMAP) Tan Belt (RPs).

            (g) Two time test failures will be advised during their Student Performance and Academic Review (SPAR) Board that if they become a three-time test failure they will be recommended for disenrollment.

    b. Upon reporting, all FMST and CREST-RP students will begin in Phase II until class convenes on Training Day 1.  Upon commencement of training, all students will be in Phase I liberty status until passing the first Block/Annex exam.

    c.  SAT/T Platoon liberty status will be recommended by the Chief Master at Arms and approved at the discretion of the Commanding Officer based on military bearing, professionalism, and/or status of transfer or re-enrollment.     

    d.  Students undergoing training are required to maintain a minimum of 80% academic average during the course of instruction.  If a student’s average falls below 80% he or she will remain in Phase I liberty status based on performance and/or risk assessment at the discretion of the Commanding Officer.

    e.  Students enrolled in the mandatory physical fitness program will be required to participate in scheduled exercise sessions regardless of what liberty phase they are in.  Failure to participate will result in Phase I liberty status.

    f.  The Training Company Commander may change liberty commencement or termination time based on ORM and the training schedule.

    g.  All students will maintain a rack in the barracks and it will be subject to inspections.  Students residing in a barracks that fails will be placed on Phase I liberty for Friday evening and be re-inspected on Saturday morning by the OOD after the 0800 formation.  If the barracks inspection is failed again, they will remain in Phase I liberty until the following day when re-inspected again by the OOD after the 0800 formation.

2.  Regular leave will not be granted in conjunction with liberty.  For emergency leave, Red Cross messages are mandatory.  All emergency leave requests will be approved based on severity of the situation.
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
