LAR Leader’s Course

The purpose of the LAR Leaders Course is to train Marine Infantry Officers and Staff Non-Commissioned Officers scheduled for assignment to Marine Corps LAR units to command and supervise the operations, maintenance, and tactical employment of a LAR unit and its associated weapon systems. This course is conducted 2 or 3 times a year and consists of a 27-day training schedule. The training schedule is composed on four phases: Vehicle Operations, LAV-25 Gunnery, LAR Unit Tactics, and LAR Unit Maintenance. These training phases focus on training the LAR platoon commander or platoon sergeant to confidently lead, supervise, maintain, and tactically employ an LAR platoon as part of LAR Company or LAR detachment.  This course is geared towards platoon-level leadership, but also meets the needs of company commanders and senior SNCOs entering the LAR community for the first time. Officers graduating this course will receive the billet MOS of 0303.
