The purpose of the Vehicle Commander Course is to provide Marine Corps Non-Commissioned Officers currently assigned as Vehicle Commanders in Light Armored Reconnaissance (LAR) Battalions with the knowledge and skills required to serve as LAV-25 Vehicle Commanders at the small unit (individual vehicle and section) level. This course provides Marine Corps Non-Commissioned Officers with the knowledge and skills required to serve as LAV-25 Vehicle Commanders. The course provides detailed instruction on a variety of tasks in the following duty areas: LAV-25 Weapon Systems, LAR Communication Systems, Land Navigation, Command and Control, Tactics, Maintenance, and Squad Leader Common Skills. Upon successful completion of the course, a Marine is capable of performing as a vehicle commander at the small unit (individual vehicle and section) level.
