LAV Crewman’s Course

The purpose of the LAV Crewman Course is to train Marines to operate, drive, and maintain the Light Armored Vehicle (LAV), and familiarize them with the employment and manipulation of the LAV weapon systems inherent to the LAV-25 turret in order to produce a capable LAV Crewman. This course is conducted 6 times a year, has a 30-day training schedule and owns LAV Company's busiest tempo. Most students going to the course are recent graduates of Infantry Training Battalion, School of Infantry's 0311 Infantryman Course, but students from other LAV using units and MOS lateral transfer Marines are also accepted. The course is open to ranks Pvt-Sgt. The course focuses on the mastery of operating and maintaining the LAV, the familiarization of fighting the LAV-25 and fighting as an LAV crew as a part of a Light Armored Reconnaissance (LAR) unit, and the honing of the young Marine's fitness and war-fighting spirit. Graduates of this course are given the 0313 MOS.
