EEIC ADVANCED COURSE REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS
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TRAVEL:

Students authorized to travel by commercial air will arrive and depart from one of three airports in the area, Ft Leonard Wood / Waynesville Regional (TBN) located on base (recommended for Marines not authorized rental cars from their parent Command), Springfield-Branson (KSGF) located approximately 80 miles west of Ft Leonard wood on I-44 and Lambert/St Louis international (STL) approximately 120 miles east of Ft Leonard Wood. Please plan accordingly.  

Students departing the course by commercial air should not schedule return flights prior to 1500 on the last day of the course and no later than 24 hours after course graduation.

Note:  There are no shuttle services to and from any airport. Marines are encouraged to communicate with other Marines in local units attending the same course and coordinate travel plans.  

REPORTING:

All students arriving to Ft Leonard Wood after hours must report to the CDO at Bldg. 1770 in the Specker area NLT 2359 on the report date in the service “A” uniform. Students arriving during working hours must report to the EEIC HQ Bldg. 693 on Minnesota Ave in the service “A” uniform. In the event of a problem, students should contact the EEIC academics Chief at (573) 596-0718 or the CDO at (573) 433-0889.  










MESSING AND BILLETING:

Government messing and billeting for advanced students are NOT available (with the exception of space available barracks for reservists). Marines attending advanced courses should call Ft Leonard Wood Army Lodging at (800) 677-8356 or (573) 596-0665 to be issued a military quarters not available reference code. Students will need a reference code for the detachment’s S-1 to issue a Statement of Non-Availability (SNA). All students should arrive on TAD orders and dependents are not authorized.  All reservists must be joined to active duty by their units prior to reporting to Ft Leonard Wood.  No dispersing facilities are available at Ft Leonard Wood.  Students will have access to ATM and check cashing services only. All DTS issues will be handled by parent commands.
